A Lifelines Workshop for School Crisis Teams
Goal:  This one day training helps school crisis teams review current 
procedures for suicide and other traumatic deaths in the school community. The strategies presented are designed to respect the critical role of the school in the recovery process and provide support, control, and structure to maintain order while assisting in the grieving process of school community members.  The workshop is based on the Lifelines Postvention Model which is on the National Best Practices Registry of the Suicide Prevention Resource Center and American Foundation for Suicide Prevention.
The Presenter:  Maureen M. Underwood, LCSW, is the lead author of Lifelines Postvention. With over 35 years of experience in assisting schools in the postvention process, Ms. Underwood brings a wealth of experience to assist schools in adapting training content to their specific resources and needs.
