FOR INFORMATION
If contacting an outside agency (ie
Rural/Metro, Out of County Fire Dept, etc)
advise their dispatch center of the information

Ebola is transmitted through direct contact with the blood or bodily
fluids (urine, saliva, feces, vomit, semen) of an infected symptomatic
person or through objects (such as needles) that have been
contaminated with infected secretions.

Attach Emergency Services (OES) to the incident via CAD

Advise responding units via telephone
(when they call in) of the patient’s
— symptoms, fever, recent travel history
and that this patient has been identified
as a possible Ebola Virus Disease patient.
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
